 In consideration of the services of Westside Academy of Gymnastics, LLC, their agents, owners, officer, volunteers, participants, employees, and all other persons or entities acting in any capacity on their behalf (hereinafter collectively referred to as “WAG”), I hereby agree to release, indemnify, and discharge WAG, on behalf of myself, my spouse, my children, my parents, my heirs, assigns, personal representative, and estate as follows:
1.  I acknowledge that my participation in gymnastics training and instruction activities entails known and unanticipated risks that could result in physical or emotional injury, paralysis, death, or damage to myself to property, or to third parties.  I understand that such risks simply cannot be eliminated without jeopardizing the essential qualities of the activity. The risks include, among other things: slip and falls; falling from equipment, scrapes and pinches; twist and jolts that could results in scratches, bruises, sprains, lacerations, fractures, concussions, or even more sever life threatening hazard; bruises, muscle soreness, and fractures; musculoskeletal  injuries including head, neck, and back; injuries to internal organs; the negligence of other people; my own physical condition; and the risk of emotional and psychological injuries or physical damage associated with this activity.  Traveling to and from shows, meets, and exhibitions will raise the possibility of any manner of transportation accidents.  If you or your child is injured, any medical assistance will be at your own expense.
2. I expressly agree and promise to accept and assume all of the risks existing in this activity.  My participation in this activity is purely voluntary, and I elect to participate in spite of the risks.
3. I hereby voluntarily release, forever discharge, and agree to indemnify and hold harmless WAG from any and all claims, demands, or causes of action, which are in any way connected with my participation in this activity or my use of WAG’s equipment or facilities, including any such claims which allege negligent acts or omissions of WAG.
4. Should WAG or anyone acting on their behalf, be required to incur attorney’s fees and costs to enforce this agreement, I agree to indemnify and hold them harmless for all such fees and costs.
5. I certify that I have adequate insurance to cover any injury or damage I may cause or suffer while participating, or else I agree to bear the costs of such injury or damage myself.  I further certify that I am willing to assume the risk of any medical or physical conditions I may have.
6. In the event that I file a lawsuit against WAG, I agree to do so solely in the state of Ohio, I further agree that substantive law of that state shall apply in that action without regard to the conflict of law rules of that state.  I agree that if any portion of this agreement is found to be void or unenforceable, the remaining document shall remain in full force and effect.
7. I acknowledge that if anyone is hurt or property is damage during my participation in this activity, I may be found by a court of law to have waived my right to maintain a lawsuit against WAG on a basis of any claim from which I have release them herein.  


I agree to be responsible for paying on time for my monthly obligations to WAG. Any payments received after the 15th of each month will result in a late fee.  If unable to meet these obligations, I will contact the office staff. Failure to pay within 3 months will result in any invoices sent to a third-party collection agency. WAG holds the rights to extinguish any contract without notice.

REGISTRATION FEE
There is a yearly registration fee of $35.00 at the time of registration for new students.  If more than one child per family is enrolled in classes, the cost of the registration fee for additional children is $20.00 per child.  

POLICIES
I. Payment: Tuition payments are due the first day you attend class each month unless you have made other arrangements.  There will be a $10.00 late fee if your payment is not received by the fifteenth of the month.  We base our fees on a four-week month, therefore, you are expected to pay the entire amount each month.  If your child is absent, he/she will be given a make-up class.  Monthly tuition payments should not be prorated unless you have discussed it with the office.* If you write a check for payments, please include your child’s name in the memo line.
II. Make-up classes: If your child is absent due to an illness or a vacation, her/she eligible to make up the class.  We encourage you to do this as quickly as you can upon your child’s return to the gym.  Check with our front desk staff for available times for make-up.  Our staff must be made aware of any make-up sessions.
III. Closures: All scheduled closings of WAG classes will be posted at the gym a week before the closing.  They will also be posted on our Facebook page and our website www.westsideacademyofgymnastics.org .  EMERGENCY closings are posted on our Facebook page, on our website, and on our answering machine as soon as the closing is announced.  We do not necessarily close if the schools are closed.  If the announcement is not posted, classes will be held as scheduled.   We attempt to post emergency snow closings by 3 pm. MAKE-UP CLASSES ARE NOT OFFERED FOR HOLIDAY CLOSINGS.  (There is no extra fee for months that contain five weeks.)
IV. Open Gym- Our open gym schedule can be found on our website www.westsideacademyofgymnastics.org . We ask you sign up via the sign up prior to coming. If your child is currently enrolled in a class, there is no additional fee to attend open gym. If siblings or friends wish to participate there is a $5 per guest fee and they must complete a waiver form. The schedule is as follows:
